CURRICULUM

Our main aims over the next coming weeks are:
English

This month our main focus will be writing a Brochure. To combine simple sentences and reorder
clauses to make compound and complex sentences. To reinforce the use of apostrophes for
both position and short hand forms.

Maths

Topic which will be discussed for this term include Shapes and geometric reasoning. To identify
and describe properties of triangles and classify as isosceles, equilateral or scalene. To
recognise reflective and rotational symmetry in regular polygons. To create patterns with two
lines of symmetry.

Science

We will be looking at the properties of Light during the month of April. To observe that shadows
are formed when light tfravelling from a source is blocked. To investigate how the size of a
shadow is affected by the position of the object. To observe that shadows change in length
and position throughout the day. To know that light intensity can be measured.

Topic
History & Geography - This month our focus will be on looking at the significant historical events,
people and places like UK/UAE and other parts of the world.

Computing

In May, focus will be on Programming skills. Students will learn to
1. Create, explain, debug programs using techniques - sequencing, looping, variables and
